Conference Preamble

Mohamed Lamine Debaghine occupies a significant place in the history of the
Algerian national movement, distinguished by the coherence of his intellectual
framework and the consistency of his political stance throughout the struggle for
independence. His early engagement in nationalist activism stemmed from a critical
understanding of the structural nature of the colonial project and a principled rejection
of reformist formulas that fell short of recognizing Algeria’s full sovereignty.

His intervention before the French Parliament in 1947 constituted a pivotal moment
in the explicit articulation of the independence claim, as he framed Algeria as a
sovereign nation whose political authority had been forcibly dispossessed in 1830. In
doing so, he advanced a conception of national self-determination grounded in historical
legitimacy and juridical sovereignty, rejecting any settlement not predicated on their
formal recognition.

With the outbreak of the Algerian War of Independence, Debaghine continued his
political engagement within the external delegation of the National Liberation Front
(FLN), contributing to the internationalization and diplomatic consolidation of the
Algerian cause. He subsequently assumed the portfolio of Foreign Affairs within the
Provisional Government of the Algerian Republic, where he participated in structuring
the external political representation of the emerging Algerian state. Following
independence, he withdrew from political office and returned to his medical profession,
reflecting a continued adherence to a conception of public service detached from
personal ambition.
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
